Job summary

Job functions and responsibilities

e Assist in the construction and repair of crop protection structures and orchard canopies, working with
shelter cloth, fencing wire, rope, steel cables, poles and heavy machinery.

e Operate a variety of hand and power tools, such as drill, hammer, shovel, rammer, wire strainer, lever
hoist and chainsaw; as directed by a supervisor in accordance with relevant training and experience.

materials.

e Maintain a clean and safe job site by handling materials and storing them properly, picking up and
removing all tools and equipment when not in use, and securing job sites on a daily basis.
Load and unload supplies from trucks and trailers both manually and with the use of equipment.
Follow all safety procedures on the job site. Actively participate in hazard identification and immediately
notify a supervisor of safety violations or potential hazards.

e Report incidents immediately to a supervisor in accordance with Windshadow'’s established incident
reporting procedures.
Participate in regular Health and Safety assessments.
Travel to work on job sites as directed by management.

e Any other general construction and labouring work, as directed by a supervisor.
